respect of candidates standing for Elections

Introduction

It is observed that in the recent past many of the people's representatives
were far from leading exemplary lives as was expected of them. The main
reason for this, especially as regards those who have been nominated by
political parties as candidates, was that the political parties in making their
selections have not paid due attention to factors like integrity, honesty,
responsibility and accountability.

In view of this very reason, the representatives of religious leaders of all
faiths propose, herein the credentials acceptable to the general public in
respect of candidates who are nominated to stand for elections and laws be
enacted to amend the election laws needed to ensure that the candidates,
in fact, have those credentials. Correspondingly policies that the political
parties should have in this regard are also detailed herein.

Conceptual Framework

Sovereignty of a nation lies with the people of the land. Accordingly, the
authority to make, implement, and adjudicate laws devolve on the people of
the land. The responsibility of implementing the legislative and executive
authority possessed by the general public has been delegated by them to
their duly elected representatives. By electing members at parliamentary,
provincial council and local authority elections the authority vested with the
general public is delegated to their representatives so elected.

The people of this country, hence, have delegated the absolute authority
they possess to the elected representatives with utmost confidence and good
faith. They consider the representatives so elected as their guardians Hence,
it is extremely necessary that the candidates standing for elections should
possess special credentials if they are to discharge their responsibilities
adequately as trustees of the general public. The foremost expectation of
the people is that the authority so delegated to their representatives will
be used and executed properly for the benefit and wellbeing of the people.
Hence, those who have been elected to govern should act as trustees for the
whole country. Therefore the general public has very high and legitimate

expectations in regard to their elected representatives.

Impartiality

It is necessary, particularly as regards people's representatives, whose
salaries, allowances and other perks and privileges are paid by the general
public , to be transparent at all times in every aspect of their public life.

Accordingly, a people's representative should be always an epitome of
integrity.

Hence, it is essential that besides legal requirements there should be a
framework of laws and regulations for selecting exemplary candidates. In
this regard all parties should act in unison to abide by the existing laws
and make fresh legislation and a conducive policy framework for political
parties.

Background and Objective
1. Current Election Background

The need has arisen to hold several elections in our country in
the near future. As at now, there are many who have mentioned
holding of Provincial Council elections, Parliamentary elections
and a Presidential election. As a result of that a common subject
that is being discussed throughout the country is as regards the
qualifications and suitability of those who are to be elected by the
people..

The general public do not look positively and favourably at many of
those who have been nominated by political parties and independent
groups as candidates for elections and who have been elected as
people's representatives. The reason being that many of those who
have been nominated and elected thereafter do nothave an honourable
and exemplary image expected of people's representatives.

In the circumstances it is critical to draw immediate attention to
determining the credentials acceptable to the general public as
regards those who are to be nominated as candidates, the required
changes to the existing election laws, and the policies that should be
adopted by political parties and Independent Groups .

National Implementation Plan

There is a five-year plan to curb bribery and corruption in Sri Lanka
that has been approved by the Cabinet of Ministers on February 05,
2019 and officially launched on March 18, 2019.

There are many strategies cited in this Plan to substantiate the
integrity of members of Parliament, members of Provincial Councils,
and members of Local Government Bodies.

Amongst them is the introduction of laws to regulate the use of
exorbitant sums of money on propaganda work, holding of sessions
to integrate the good characteristics and practices in other countries as
regards the handing over of nomination papers, and the introduction
of codes of ethics for people's representatives.

Furthermore the need to amend the laws pertaining to the
declaration of assets and liabilities has been emphasised in the plan
of implementation.

National Integrity Plan

The Cabinet of Ministers has approved on March 06,2019 a National
Integrity Plan to upgrade the integrity of all sectors of our country.

It is mentioned therein that it is imperative to enhance the integrity
of all sectors., including people's representatives, public service,
judicature, private sector, youth and school children, civil society
organizations in particular and citizens in general

Specific measures that are to be taken to enhance the integrity of
people's representatives have been mentioned.

Accordingly, the President, the Speaker, the Prime Minister, Cabinet,
non-cabinet and state ministers, Members of Parliament, Members
of Provincial Councils, and Representatives of Local bodies, along
with those holding high office and officers responsible for different
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iv.

subject areas should take an oath of integrity and be mindful of rules
pertaining to the acceptance of gifts, conflicts of interest arising
from relationshaips, etc. Moreover, he need to introduce a Code of
Conduct for people's representatives and to consider introducing
good practices of public office accepted internationally has been
referred to in the National Integrity Plan.

Proven Characteristics existing internationally

a. In some international conventions including the United Nations
Convention against Corruption the need to have in place suitable
laws and other measures to enhance the integrity of people's
representatives has been emphasised.

b. When examining the proven features of many countries that
have reached the highest level of development throughout the
world, whilst adhering to democratic principles, the manner in
which such countries have paid special attention to uphold the
integrity of people's representatives is clearly visible.

c. Itisalso observed that people of many countries are paying great
attention to the values, behavioural patterns and educational
qualifications when electing parliamentarians.

For example, in Bhutan there are educational criteria when
selecting candidates for elections.

People's expectations regarding candidates

When electing their representatives, the general public of Sri Lanka
expects them to be persons of the highest integrity who can be
emulated by all in society.

Hence, it is essential that pre conditions that need to be satisfied by
candidates who are nominated to stand for elections to Parliament,
Provincial Councils, and Local Authorities be introduced as a matter
of priority and urgency. If we fail to do this there is absolute danger
of persons of little integrity and no commitment for selfless service
being elected under the lax conditions that exist today. If this happens
without any doubt the expected changes may get delayed by at least
five years if not more.
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Recommendations

In the above context the urgent need to have the election laws amended was
agreed upon. Following are the recommendations made with regard to the
credentials required in nominating candidates to contest in the elections for
Parliament, Provincial Council and Local Authorities.

Recommendation No. 01

The proposed amendments detailed in Section 05 hereunder, be incorporated
into the Presidential Elections Act No. 15 of 1981, the Parliamentary
Elections Act No. 1 of 1981, Provincial Councils Act No. 2 of 1988, Local
Authorities Election Ordinance (Chapter 262) and other incidental Acts.

Recommendation No. 02

The qualifications required for candidacy detailed in Section 6 hereunder
should be given due consideration by Political Parties and independent
groups when submitting nominations of candidates to stand for elections.

Recommendation No. 03

Legislative provisions should be made to control and regulate the use of
funds and facilities for elections campaign.

The recommendations are given in detail below.
Recommendation No. 01

The proposed amendments detailed in Section 05 hereunder, be incorporated
into the Presidential Elections Act No. 15 of 1981, the Parliamentary
Elections Act No. 1 of 1981, Provincial Councils Act No. 2 of 1988, Local
Authorities Election Ordinance (Chapter 262) and other incidental Acts.

(i) Candidates should submit a declaration of assets and liabilities
along with the nomination papers. Assets and liabilities should
also be declared by persons connected to the candidates (A
connected person is specified in section 5 (vii) below.)

(ii) A candidate contesting an election to Parliament, Provincial
Council or a Local Authority should be at least 21 years of age
on the closing date for nominations. A certified copy of the Birth
Certificate and a copy of the National Identity Card should be
submitted with the nomination papers.

(iii) Candidates should not be a person convicted by a court of law
for a crime or an elections offence, which is specified in section
5 (vii) below.

(iv) An affidavit, which certifies the following, should be submitted
along with the nomination papers.
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(v)

(vi)

(a) Whether a case is proceeding in a court of law against him/
her. If convicted /or an appeal against the conviction has
been made that too should be declared.

(b) Whether a liquor license or a license for betting (gambling) or
for the operation of a casino has been issued to the candidate
or anyone else connected to him/her.

(c) The highest educational, professional or vocational
qualification acquired by him/her (Documents supporting
the claim should be annexed.)

(d) Whether a candidate has business contracts or any other
deals with Government institutions.

The responsibilities of the Elections Commission and / or
Commissioner General of Elections.

After the nomination papers along with the declaration of
assets and liabilities specified in (1) above, and the affidavit
specified in (iv) are handed over, the Election Commission / the
Commissioner General of Elections should publicize the same in
the internet, giving maximum publicity. It is the responsibility of
the Election Commission and/or the Commissioner General of
Elections to inform the public of the publication on the internet
by way of electronic and print media and a gazette notification.

The violation of the requirements specified above in (1), (ii),
(111), or (1v) should result in the following repercussions:

a. If the declaration of assets specified in 5 (i) and the affidavit
as specified in 5(iv) are not submitted with the nomination
papers and/or

b. If a candidate does not qualify with the age specified in 5(ii)
or if convicted as specified in 5(iii), (if the conviction is
further confirmed after an appeal), the nomination should be
rejected on such grounds.

c. If false statements are made in the declaration of assets and
liabilities and in the affidavit, it should be considered as an
offence. In that event, as soon as judicial proceedings are
instituted with the approval of the Attorney General, the
appointment as a member should be temporarily suspended.
Such suspension can be challenged within a month only in
the Supreme Court in respect of Members of Parliament, and
in respect of members of the Provincial Councils and Local

Authorities such suspension can be challenged only in the
Court of Appeal, and the temporary suspension should be
confirmed or set aside by the court. The adjudication should

Interpretation
Connected persons

Connected persons mean if the candidate is married his or her
spouse and dependents, and if unmarried parents (father and/or
mother), brothers and siblings.

Criminal offence

Criminal offence means any offence under the Penal Code,
Prevention of Money Laundering Act No. 5 of 2006, Foreign
Exchange Act No.12 of 2017, Exchange Control Act No 25 of
1953 as amended, Bribery Act, Convention on the Suppression
of Terrorist Financing Act No. 25 of 2005, Fire Arms Ordinance,
Poisons, Opium and Dangerous Drugs Ordinance as amended,
Excise Ordinance as amended and the National Authority on
Tobacco and Alcohol Act No. 27 of 2006.

Election offence

This refers to any violation of Presidential Election Act No. 15 of
1981 the Parliamentary Elections Act No. 1 of 1981, Provincial
Councils Elections Act No 2 of 1988, Local Authorities Elections
Ordinance (Chapter 262) or any other incidental Acts.

Government Institutions
Government Institutions mean

a. A Ministry of the Government
b. A Government Department

c. Any Board or Office created or established by or under the
Constitution, any written law other than the Companies Act
No. 7 of 2007, or under a Statute of a Provincial Council.

d. A Public Corporation

e. A company incorporated under the Companies Act no. 7 of
2007, in which the State, or a public corporation or the State
and a public corporation together hold fifty per centum or
more of shares or otherwise has a controlling interest.
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A Provincial Council;
A Local Authority;

A private entity or organisation which is carrying out a
statutory or public function or service, under a contract, a
partnership, an agreement or a license from the government
or its agencies or from a local authority, but only to the extent

of activities covered by that statutory or public function or
service;

Any department or other authority or institution established
or created by a Provincial Council ;

An institution getting financial assistance fully or partly by
the State or by a government corporation or by a statutory
board established under a statute of the Provincial Council

k. Any institution specified as a government institution in
the law by which such government institution has been
established

06 Recommendation No 2

Following are the prerequisites and attributes to be considered
by political parties or independent groups when nominating
candidates for elections for and on behalf of them:-

In addition to Section 5 (credentials / prior conditions) on
suitability /unsuitability, the following factors should be given
due consideration when nominating candidates.

Nominate exemplary persons who are of good character,
disciplined and law abiding with respect for culture and
values.

Not to nominate candidates who have been convicted of
criminal offences.

Not to nominate persons with criminal proceeings.

Persons possessing liquor licenses and / or gambling
licenses or connected parties as defined in Section 05,
subsection vii above, holding such licenses should not
be nominated.

In nominating candidates those having academic,
professional and / or vocational qualification from a
recognized institution must be given priority. If a person
not holding such a qualification has to be nominated, they

should be persons with intelligence and integrity capable
of performing the role of a peoples' representatives

Funds spent by candidate for the elections campaign
must be restricted. They should be encouraged to
maintain proper account of the funds and also present
audited accounts.

Candidates should be prohibited from using public
property for the elections campaign.

Political parties and independent groups should nominate
persons with the above mentioned qualifications as
members of parliament from their national list. Those
who have been rejected by the people by the exercise
of their vote should not be nominated as members of
parliaments from the national list.

Though a maximum age has not been mentioned for the
selection of candidates, only persons with good physical
and mental conditions should be nominated.

Recommendation 03

Legislative provisions should be made to control and regulate the
use of funds for election campaigns.

It is observed that exorbitant amounts of money are being spent in an
extremely competitive manner by candidates at present. Therefore it
is necessary to prohibit and control by way of legislation excessive
expenditure on election propaganda in order to ensure a fair election.

The legal and policy framework already drafted and presented by
the Elections Commission for this purpose should be implemented.
Accordingly,

The monies spent by candidates for the election campaign
should be accounted, audited and reported.

The acceptance of money from suspicious sources should be
prohibited. Accepting funds and facilities from government
departments, public corporations, companies registered
under the Companies Act in which government holds shares,
from a foreign government, international organizations and
companies registered or established outside Sri Lanka the
identity of which is not being disclosed should be prohibited.
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C Political parties and independent groups, spending money
for their election campaigns in violation of the above rules
must be penalized.

08.  The Constitution and other election laws specifically state the
qualifications and disqualifications for election of people's
representatives. The existing laws should be suitably amended
to enforce those provisions and to uphold the highest values and
expectations set out in the above recommendations.

Since it is the belief of all religious leaders that people’s
representatives with integrity will help achieve the aspirations of
the people, expedite the development of the country and establish
a righteous nation, HE the President, Hon. Prime Minister and
the Government including the cabinet of ministers, the Hon.
Leader of the Opposition, all political parties, independent
groups and all other parties are hereby notified to take prompt
action to legally enforce the above recommendations before the
elections that are scheduled to be held in the future.
